Day 1 - Arrival at Grand Arctic Hotel
 - Check-in
 - Exquisite two-course dinner in the restaurant with welcoming meeting and
    information about your stay

Day 2 - Information from �shing guide about the �shing trips 
 - Together with today’s �shing guide we set o� for the day’s �shing destination,
    Jockfall. �e mighty waterfall with a 9-metre drop lies in beautiful countryside
    and is today one of the best salmon spots in Europe.
 - �e guide shows and talks about the salmon ladder at Jockfall
 - �e �shing adventure starts with �shing closest to the falls and continues during
    the day, gradually moving downriver.
 - We take a break during the day for lunch in the campground restaurant. On the
    menu – the local dish “Jockfallare”.
 - Transfer back to the hotel

Day 3 - Whole day with guide in the community of Överkalix with visits that include the
    Orthodox church Sirillus, Överkalix church, the Arctic Circle and the folklore
    museum Martingården, one of the best preserved in Sweden. Today’s outing ends
    at the legendary Vippabacken, which also our lunch venue

Day 4 - Together with today’s �shing guide, you set o� for the day’s �shing destination,
    Ängesån. Ängesån is above all a �y-�shing paradise, but the area is also suited to
    spinner �shing.
 - Fishing day on Ängesån, with angling in the many beautiful roaring rapids along
   the river - there are 15 in all.
 - During the day we take a break for lunch over an open �re on the riverbank.
 - Transfer back to the hotel

Day 5  - Tour on the river on big, solid wooden ra� (for up to 40 people). On the ra� there
    is a wood�red sauna and there are barbecue facilities. �e ra� glides majestically
    down the river through beautiful countryside. On the ra�, an exquisite dinner is
    served, and for those who want – and dare – there is time for a sauna and a dip in
    the clean clear river.

Day 6  - Breakfast in the restaurant
 - Check-out
