FISHING IN RUNNING WATER

We have one of the best salmon and grayling fishing waters in
Europe, and top-class trout fishing. Try the excitement of spinner
fishing, or fly-fishing in untouched rivers and streams. In addition
to the excellent fishing, this offers other unique experiences such
as the magnificent countryside, the silence and the special light.
Fishing goes on here around the clock during the intensive
summer months.

LAKE FISHING

The area contains many lakes in beautiful surroundings, many of
them featuring both big-growth pike and prize perch. A large
number of the lakes additionally have seeded game fish such as
trout, chart end rainbow. You can angle with a casting rod, fly-fish,
or simply fish with bait, from land or boat. Whichever you choose,
you have a good chance of an abundant catch.

LAVARET NETTING

Life beside the rapids revolves around the lavaret. Here you can try
hand netting and you can grill the fish in the age-old way which,
like the netting method, dates back to the 15th century.

Together with
an experienced guide and hunting dog, you can choose between
the thrill of big game hunting for the king of the forests, the moose,
and hunting for big birds such as capercaillie, black grouse or
ptarmigan.

SAUNA
